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Fireworks and the law


If you are under 18 years of age you cannot purchase the types of fireworks which can be sold to adults and you cannot have fireworks in public places.  Those under the age of 18 found in possession of fireworks can expect to receive an £80 fine from police.


It is against the law to:


set off or throw fireworks in the street or other public place


set off fireworks between 11.00 pm and 7.00 am – except during certain celebrations.


If found guilty by the courts, you could be fined up to £5,000 and can be imprisoned for up to three months. You may be liable for an on-the-spot fine of £80.


When can you use fireworks during celebrations?


You can let off fireworks:


Until midnight on Bonfire Night.


Until 1.00am on New Years Day, Diwali and Chinese New Year.

Officers advise to completely remove any Sat Nav devices including the holder and to check all windows and doors are closed and locked on leaving a vehicle unattended.
